The refated political and economic factors are not only destroying
the rainforests but also creating environmental and social problems
that are slowly but surely leading to the complete ruin of the
traditional livelihood systems of the local people. Farmers are
forced to abandon their land and become daily wage labourers;
many resort o working for the logging businesses that are one of
the biggest factors in the loss of their resources and way of life. As
labourers their income is 50 meagre and unreliable that they can
barely feed their families, Many, especially the youth, are leaving
to seek jobs in the cities and in Thailand where they are exposed to

human trafficking, grossly exploitative work conditions and drugs.
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
