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IMPACTS ON TRADITIONAL FOREST CONSERVATION PRACTICES:

Changes in the secio-economic structures of the local communities have had great negative affects on the traditional
forest conservation practices of the Karen people. Once a complex system of management aimed at maintaining the
forests and those dwelling within them, it has now become greatly degraded. Many people are disregarding their
traditional knowledge; most have little choice, The wisdom contained in the Karen culture that is held by the elders
is becoming increasingly difficult to pass on to the younger generations. Future generations are in danger of having
no roots in their lands and traditions,
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
