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SMALL-SCALE PEOPLE'S INITIATIVES:

In some village areas the villagers plan to mark out a separate area for their community and revive the traditional forest
management system. "For 3 months cach year there will be an open period in which the forest can be used by villagers,
but only for basic necessities, not for commercial purposes™. "In the current situation, we couldn’t replant trees, but each
family could plant one or two trees in their garden to use for firewood”. “In our forest, we need to stop logging and take
just enough wood for our houschold needs. We need 1o protect our forest from fire, so more trees can grow up and more
animals will come back to the forest™. Small-scale environmental initiatives by the local people like these are essential

for success in bringing about changes (o sustainable forestry management practices.
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
